3. Once you have your WTC related iliness certified, you can make a FDNY WTCHP treatment appoint-
ment at any of our five locations. This appointment will be shorter then your monitoring appointment
and focuses on the treatment of your current healthissue. T___ F

The FDNY WTC Health Program consists of two major healthcare services. The first is your yearly in-depth WTC
health evaluation which you can share with your personal physician. Among the results are cholesterol and
glucose levels, liver and kidney functions, blood cell counts and if indicated-PSA testing. You may also re-
ceive referrals depending on your individual circumstances for further screenings i.e. colonoscopy, mam-
mography, chest CT scan, etc.

The second healthcare service offered at the FDNY WTCHP is WTC treatment. WTC treatment is available for
all WTC certified health issues. FDNY WTCHP doctors and nurses are available at any one of our five loca-
fions in the mefropolitan area. The treatment occurring at the FDNY WTCHP is af no cost to you including all
the medications prescribed by the WTCHP doctors to freat your health condition. Treatment appointments
are substantially shorter interactions with WTCHP medical staff then your yearly health evaluation.

Patient Profile: Firefighter Danny Mugan

Firefighter Danny Mugan worked most of his career at Engine 33 and was assigned
to Engine 206 on 9/11. He arrived at the WTC site on the evening of 9/11 and
worked as part of the rescue and recovery effort. Danny, an ironworker as well, has
always been physically strong, playing volleyball and doing weight fraining through-
out the years.

One day Danny noticed a lump in his groin and went to BHS where he was referred
for an ultrasound and a consultation with a surgeon. Soon after, he began experi-
encing flu like symptoms including fevers and cold sweats and ended up in the ER.
During his hospital stay he was given an antibiotic for infected lymph nodes and was
informed that he might have lymphoma. After being discharged, he saw Dr. Kelly
who immediately ordered a biopsy that confirmed the cancer diagnosis. Dr. Koffler
and the FDNY WTCHP cancer feam then began to arrange Danny's care at Sloan
Kettering for the Non-Hodgkins Lymphoma aggressive freatment.

Danny reflected that if he was an ironworker alone, he would not have had access to the whole team of ex-
fremely attentive doctors and case management nurses at the FDNY WTCHP. He wonders if the cancer
would have progressed without the prompt tfreatment.

After the six month treatment regimen, Danny is now focusing on regaining his strength and mentioned that
he is happy. “"Happy because they caught the cancer early2” | asked. "I am happy”, he said with a twinkle
in his eye, "because | have grandkids.”

Victims Compensation Fund Deadlines Approaching

There are two separate Victims Compensation deadlines approaching:
1)The first deadline applies to registration. It is still possible to register for the VCEF, if:
= You learned of your 9/11 related physical harm or iliness after October 3, 2011.

If so, you have two years from the date you learned (or reasonably should have known) of the harm to regis-
ter. For example, if you learn of a 9/11 related physical harm or illiness on June 1, 2013, you must register by
June 1, 2015.

If you learn of a condition on or after October 3, 2014, you must register by October 3, 2016.

= You were diagnosed on or before October 12, 2012 with one of the cancers that was made eligible on
October 12, 2012.

If so, you have until October 12, 2014 to register.

If you are diagnosed with such a cancer after October 12, 2012, then you have two years from the diagnosis
date to register.

= The condition you are claiming was added to the list of eligible conditions after October 12, 2012.

You have two years from the date the condition was added to the list of qualified injuries to register (if you
learned of your condition before it was added to the list), but you must register no later than October 3, 2016.

2) The second VCF deadline is the date by which you must file your completed Eligibility and Compensation
Forms and the required supporting documents (including medical records). The deadline is October 3, 2016
and is the same for all claimants. Please note that no matter when you register, your completed Eligibility
and Compensation Forms must be submitted by October 3, 2016.
